Public Links Championship. This Championship is one of the 13 National Championships conducted by the
United States Golf Association.

The format for this event begins with state level qualifying at over 40 sites throughout the United States.
Approximately 156 players will then qualify to compete for the 64 spots in the Match Play portion of the
Championship. Match Play will begin on Wednesday, June 24" and conclude with the 36 Hole Championship
match on Saturday, June 27", These players are among some of the best female amateur players in the country.

Red Tail Golf Club and The USGA Championship Committee are seeking eager and enthusiastic volunteers who
will help us make this the most unforgettable Women’s Amateur Public Links Championship to ever be staged.
Volunteers will be needed to fill the many needs of the Championship and to provide hospitality to the players,
galleries, and the USGA Committee members.

Registration (June 19-21): Volunteers will work in the Red Tail clubhouse and help the USGA personnel greet
the players, assist them with registration, and make them comfortable with the Red Tail facility.

Spotters, Marshals, and Standard Bearers (June 22-27): Spotters will be on the golf course to assist players
with ball location. Marshals will walk with the players and assist with crowd control during the Match Play
portion of the Championship. Standard Bearers will carry the standard for each match beginning with the
quarterfinals.

Scoring (June 22-27): Volunteers will assist the Official Calligrapher at the scoreboard by reading scores and
assisting with the score sheets. Scoring volunteers will needed to check, receive, and input both 9and 18-hole

scores in the areas near the 9™ and 18" greens.

Caddies (June 22-27): Some caddies will be hired by the players ($40 per day plus tip) to caddie during the
Championship. This will include practice rounds and stroke play. The caddie should be available through the
week.

The success of this Championship lies in the necessity of having exceptional and eager volunteers. In
appreciation of your volunteering you will receive: Uniforms (hat and shirt) at a nominal cost ($25) the ability to
purchase other uniform items at cost, and lunch each day( based on 3 shifts per week).
